C. Potential Violations/Enforcement Actions: The City Staff is currently working on
the following potential violations/enforcement actions. We will report on these
each month until they are resolved to the satisfaction of the Planning

Commission.

1. David Swenson: Mr. Swenson had made real progress removing the
vehicles. No new progress. (10/02)

2. John E. MacGibbon: Mr. Marohn met with the City Attorney, Tom
Fitzpatrick, on November 19 and Mr. Fitzpatrick is working on this.
These is nothing additional to report.

3. Cathi McBryde: This matter is being turned over to the Prosecuting
Attorney, Matt Mallie. Staff has prepared a timeline for Mr. Mallie.
(Inherited from Sibley Township)

4. Lance Schmidt: The renter is moving and staff will monitor exterior
cleanup.

5. Babinski — Mr. Marohn met with the City Attorney, Tom Fitzpatrick, on

November 19. Mr. Fitzpatrick has forwarded a letter to Mr. Babinski
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letting him know the process for obtaining a permit, including resolution
of the violation. There has been no response from Mr. Babinski.

6. Roger Rudbeck — The City Council has agreed to forward this matter to
the City Attorney to secure a lien on the illegally constructed dwellings.

7. Roger Rudbeck and Jack Rudbeck —Mr. Marohn met with the City
Attorney, Tom Fitzpatrick on November 19. All indications are that this
matter has been resolved.

8. Gary and Jaculin Peterson : Staff has contacted the Peterson’s to make
application for the gazebo permit. The Peterson’s have not made
application.

9. Andrew Boldt — Mr. Schaefer has the adjoining lot for sale and this issue
will be revisited when the lot is sold. This will remain on the violation
list.

10. Roger Langenbau —Mr. Langenbau attended the December Planning
Commission meeting and Staff was directed to contact the DNR with our
concerns with the debris along the Trail.

11. Carl Wilson — This parcel has been sold. Staff will continue to monitor.
This may be an ongoing problem and will remain on the violation list.

12. Johnathan and Theresa Acosta — Staff has received complaints regarding
the unfinished exterior of their home. Vapor barrier has been attached to
approximately half of the new structure. Mr. Acosta may be attempting to
sell the property. Staff has been contacted by an appraiser.

13. Virgil Dahl — Mr. Dahl has removed one trailer house. Mr. Dahl failed to
uphold the agreement with the City and this matter has been forwarded to
the Prosecuting Attorney who has agreed to charge it out as a
misdemeanor. (Problem inherited from Sibley Township)

14. Darrell Lake — Alan Cibuzar of A. W. Research accompanied Staff on-site
November 17 and contacted Mr. Lake for additional restoration. Due to
winter conditions, Staff is unable to determine if the additional restoration
was completed. Staff will continue to monitor in early spring. (8/04)

15. Larry Lien — Mr. Lien has 4 abandoned vehicles in his yard. Staff has
contacted him. (12/04)

16. Tony Fyle -Mr. Wimperis reported the two trailers and debris had been

removed. He requested permission from the Commission to leave the park
model remain at Mr. Fyle’s until his house sells. Staff waiting for
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response from Mr. Fyle. Mr. Fyle has not responded. Staff will contact
him again. (10/04)

17. John Derksen — Mr. Derksen had two inoperable vehicles parked on a City
street. He reported one has been removed and the other is being repaired.
(10/04)

18. Dale Kroells — Mr. Kroells Land Use Permit expired September 30, 2004
and has not requested an extension. He also has not submitted the ISTS
design or the Demolition Application. He has not responded to the
October 27 correspondence. (10/04)

19. Dan Gottsch —Mr. Gottsch’s driveway was eroding onto Olson Road. He
responded to our correspondence and agreed to remove the dirt before it
froze and will install a new driveway next summer, per City specs.
(11/04)

20. Joyce Denzer — Staff received a complaint regarding the exterior storage
and abandoned vehicles on her property along County Road 11. Staff has
contacted Ms. Denzer to store the vehicles and trailers by May 6, 2005.

The following items relate to the sign ordinance, which we anticipate having ready for
review soon:

21. Curt Pestello: This violation is still on hold pending our new sign
ordinance.

22. Dean Visser: We have contacted Mr. Visser about a potential sign

violation. This issue has been put on hold until the sign ordinance issue
has been resolved.
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
