A. June Permits:  The following permits were issued over the last month by the 
Zoning Department:

C. Potential Violations/Enforcement Actions:  The City Staff is currently working on 

the following potential violations/enforcement actions.  We will report on these 
each month until they are resolved to the satisfaction of the Planning 
Commission. 

 
1. Roger Langenbau:  We met with Mr. Langenbau and he had a couple of 

minor changes to the memo of understanding.  We will make those 
changes and get him to sign off within the next month. 

 
2. DBA Wilderness Resort:  We are waiting for the resort to remove the six 

trailers in question.  As per our agreement, the resort owners have until 
Labor Day to comply. 

 
3. Virgil Dahl:  The City Attorney is preparing options for the City Council 

to review at their next meeting. 
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4. Susan and Timothy Brawley:  We received a letter from the Brawley’s per 
our request.  They believe their driveway runoff is due to things beyond 
their control.  We have sent a follow-up letter that includes photos of the 
amount and directional flow of the driveway erosion onto the adjacent 
paved road.  We invited the Brawleys to attend the P&Z meeting if they 
disagree with our assessment.  We have not heard back from the Brawleys. 

 
5. David Swenson:  We had the city police deliver a letter to Mr. Swenson 

giving him a final opportunity to work with us.  We invited him to attend 
the P&Z meeting.  This matter has been turned over to the City Attorney 
who is reviewing options for prosecution. 

 
6. George Lugar:  We have received an initialized copy of the letter of 

agreement from Mr. Lugar.  This issue has been resolved. 
 

7. Larry and Nancy Greden:  The Gredens sent a letter with photos of the 
work they did to the fence.  Instead of lowering the fence, they proceeded 
to instead add fill to their side of the fence.  We contacted their attorney 
who, as we understand it, is no longer working with the Gredens.  We sent 
the Gredens a letter demanding complete compliance with the Ordinance.  
We have not heard from the Gredens. 

 
8. Gilroy Arvig:  Arvig did not attend last month’s meeting as invited.  We 

have not heard from Mr. Arvig. 
 

9. Greg and Kathy Karr:  The Karrs have not yet returned an initialized copy 
of the letter of understanding they received from us last month.  We sent 
an additional copy to them but have not heard back. 

 
10. Olgerts Vijums: We have sent a letter to Mr. Vijums indicating that we 

will provide an updated inspection to determine compliance.  We intend to 
do this within the coming weeks. 

 
11. Curt Pestello: We are in the process of scheduling a meeting with the 

Chamber over the sign ordinance.  We hope to accomplish this in August. 
 

12. John E. MacGibbon: We have not yet received a design for a new ISTS 
system from Mr. MacGibbon.  We will contact Mr. MacGibbon again as a 
reminder. 

 
13. Andris Spruds: Mr. Spruds indicated a new ISTS would be installed in 

July.  We have not heard yet that this has been done. 
 

14. Peter Perrine: We have not received the design from the Perrine’s as 
promised.  We contacted them requesting it during July. 
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15. Linda Swenson: Ms. Swenson has indicated that her ISTS compliance 
inspection will occur in September. 

 
16. Barbara, Ruth and Susan Layman: We have not heard from the Layman’s 

regarding a compliance inspection of their ISTS.  We sent a third letter 
requesting they contact us by July 15 to inform us of their specific plan. 

 
17. Jeffrey Marcellus: Mr. Marcellus has contacted us regarding a compliance 

inspection of his ISTS.  He has asked for an extension, and he indicated it 
will be done by August. 

 
18. Thomas Rice: There is still one vehicle located on Mr. Rice’s property.  

We are trying to contact Mr. Rice by phone to see if we can get this issue 
resolved prior to the July meeting. 

 
19. Cathi McBryde: We have given Ms. McBryde until August to remove the 

debris and abandoned vehicles from her property.  In order to do this, she 
needs a compliance inspection.  We have provided her with a list of 
inspectors. 

 
20. Chris Greer: After Mr. Greer’s appearance at our last meeting, we sent 

him a letter acknowledging the progress on the site.  This project is not yet 
completed.  We will continue to monitor the progress and request that the 
Commission give guidance as necessary. 

 
21. Dean Visser: We have contacted Mr. Visser about a potential sign 

violation.  This issue has been put on hold until August. 
 

22. Douglas and Nancy Gutz: We have not heard from the Gutz’s concerning 
the exterior storage on their property.  We have sent a second letter asking 
them to resolve the situation by July 22. 

 
23. Michael Sabourin: A complaint was made regarding Mr. Sabourin’s 

exterior storage on his property.  After investigating the situation, we have 
sent a letter, including photographs, requesting compliance of the 
ordinance by June 28.  We have not yet heard back from Mr. Sabourin. 

 
24. Lance Schmidt: A complaint was made regarding Mr. Schmidt’s exterior 

storage on his property.  After investigating the situation, we have sent a 
letter, including photographs, requesting compliance of the ordinance by 
August 15.  We have not yet heard back from Mr. Schmidt. 

 
25. Richard Anderson: Mr. Anderson contacted us about a 30 day extension 

on the removal of exterior storage on his property.  He needs to remove 
the debris by July 28. 
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26. David Watt: Mr. Watt was notified in July 2002 that a conditional use 
permit he received in January 2002 had not been completely fulfilled.  
Two conditions, the submittal of a screening plan and a record of Alarm 
installation, has not been done.  He has contacted the City and informed us 
as to his plan for meeting the requirements. 

 
27. Lakes Gas:  We have been working with Lakes Gas on a temporary 

structure that was permitted last summer during the transition period.  
They have continued to postpone moving the structure, which was to be 
moved last summer.  We have sent a response to their last letter requiring 
that the structure be moved within 30 days.
