I am writing to request that an Archaeological study be required by the developer for the
vicinity of the proposed Northern Lights over Roosevelt Lake Residential Development,
T138N R26W Section 3, Crow Wing County (Outing & Emily).

I have Jooked over the Environmental Assessment Worksheet (EA W) done for the
Northern Lights Over Roosevelt Lake and as no infonnation regarding the
archaeological nature of the area is presented here, I have CQncems over the possibility of
Native American artifacts which may be found at the site oftms development.

My concerns are based on factual evidence of pre-contact groups located both in Outingts
bridge replacement findings and in the Crooked Creek area. Most recently, in
conjunction with Dr. Brian. Hoffman of Ham line University, I have done analysis on 849
artifacts unearthed by archaeologist Grant Goltz.

Archaeological studies should be required on all proposed developments in the vicinity of
Roosevelt Lake because it is an area that can be a rich resource for the preservation of
pre-contact history. Once unstructured digging of an area occurs the context is lost
forever. There is very little infom1ation available on pre~contact groups in Minnesota yet
we have abundant resoW"ces available. It is up to our city platmers to implement rules
that help protect this rich history.
